Step 1. 
When installing the new visor you will want to first attach the wiring harness. This 
harness snaps together as shown in Fig. 1b. After making the connection you will 
want to tuck the connector up into the window header.

Step 2. 
Insert the triangular bezel (Fig. 2a) into the ring at the window header (Fig. 2b). 
The bezel should only fit one way due to the unique shape of the triangular end.

Step 3. 
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Begin turning the visor towards the windshield while pressing up on the bezel 
ring (Fig. 3a, b & c). You will turn the visor beyond the point it snaps into the clip 
on the right. Just before reaching the windshield the bezel should snap fully into 
place as shown in Fig. 3d.
